KNOWLEDGE IN NUMBERS

For the last half century, D+H has significantly contributed to the SHEV and ventilation industry and has left its mark
on it with many innovations. One of them was the KA series of chain drives — the first chain drive to be developed and
manufactured by D+H itself. With a stroke of over 800 mm and a force of pressure of over 300 N, its performance data
gave it a unique selling point on the market in the mid-1990s. Its design with a solid chain made it possible to install a
window drive immediately adjacent to the sash and on the sides of the hinges, meaning it no longer protruded into the
room — as had been the case with rack and pinion drives up to that point. It has been continually improved and adapted

to ever-changing technical requirements. To this day, the KA is one of our most significant innovations. It is the device that
does it all among D+H chain drives and remains a timeless classic.
